Announcement on Re-entry Permit System

In response to the global spread of COVID—19, the government of the

Republic of Korea (ROK) has implemented a Re—entry Permit system as
of June 1, 2020 as an inevitable measure to protect the health and
safety of its citizens and foreigners staying in the nation. We ask for

cooperation and understanding for any inconvenience.

1. Persons subject to the measure

O Registered foreigners departing from the ROK after June 1, 2020

% Leaving the Republic of Korea (ROK) without re-entry permission will result in cancellation of
Alien Registration

X Yet, those falling under item @, ®, or © are allowed to re-enter the ROK
after departure, without obtaining a Re-entry Permit

@ Those with Diplomats (A-1), Government Officials (A-2), International Agreement (A-3) or
Overseas Korean (F-4) status

® Long-term foreign stayers who departed from the ROK before May 31, 2020
(Limited to those entering the ROK after departure within the exemption period
for re-entry permit)

© Those recognized as refugees who hold a valid refugee travel document

X Refer to a separate announcement to apply for Re-entry permit for Persons Fully
Vaccinated against COVID-19

2. How to apply and procedures

O e—Applications on the HiKorea website (By proxy application through
Immigration administrative agency allowed)

X Yet, Re-entry permit can be applied for at Immigration Service Center located at
ports and airports prior to departure from the ROK in case you cannot obtain a

permit in advance due to urgent circumstances including family emergency
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(Applications can be denied unless urgent cases and crowdedness may lead to

delayed or denied boarding)

O Issuance of Single Re—entry Permit

— A Single Re—entry Permit allows Re—entry into the ROK one (1)
time within the permitted period, and the permitted period can be

granted up to 1 year within the Period of Stay and Passport

validity period

O Fees: 30,000 KRW (24,800 KRW for online application)

3. Documents to submit

O Notes for Re—entry and Consent for Confirmation (Attachment 2)
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Re—entry permission shall not be issued unless you provide consent to the following
terms. Leaving the Republic of Korea (ROK) without re—entry permission will result in

cancellation of Alien Registration in accordance with Article 37—2 of the Immigration Act.
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All persons who wish to re—enter the ROK shall carry and present a negative
COVID—19 certificate issued within 72 hours prior to the date of departure for
the ROK to re—enter the ROK. Failure to carry and present a negative
COVID-19 certificate will lead to denied boarding or re—entry denial.
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Boarding may be restricted even for those granted a Re—entry Permit as a holder of COVID—19
vaccination certificate, depending on each country’s quarantine policies (Booster shot mandate
after expiration of vaccination certificate and others).
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RE—-ENTRY PERMISSION SHALL NOT BE ISSUED UNLESS YOU AGREE
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
